
The Learning Web is a new kind of web-centric desktop application created by Devin 
Asay of the Brigham Young University Humanities Technology and Research Support 
Center. It allows you to run various computer-based tutorial programs, previously 
available only in the Humanities Learning Resource Center at BYU, from your home 
computer. It is not a web browser; it could be more accurately called a Web 
application launcher.

Requirements

• Mac OS X v. 10.2 or later.

• Windows 98 or later.

• QuickTime 5 or later. To download the installer, go to http://quicktime.apple.com.

• High-speed internet connection.

Installation

Mac OS X: 
In your web browser, go to: 

http://hlrc.byu.edu

Then click on the Macintosh link under Learning Web on the lower left. The 
Learning Web software will begin to download.

Depending on how your web browser is configured, allow it to download and mount 
the dmg file, or save it and double click it to mount it. Once it is mounted, open 
the LW_MacOSX icon. You should see an application called LearningWeb in your 
download folder.

Drag the Learning Web application to the desired location (e.g., the Applications 
folder or your home folder.) Do not rename the Learning Web application. If you 
wish, drag Learning Web to your Dock for quick access.

Note: If you want to use the Arabic Tutorials, make sure your system has Apple’s 
Arabic fonts installed, then install the custom keyboard by dragging the 
ArabicDT.keylayout and ArabicDT.icns files from the ArabicKeyboardLayouts/Mac OS 
X folder to the /Library/Keyboard Layouts folder on your hard drive.

Windows:
In your web browser, go to: 
 http://hlrc.byu.edu 
Then click on the Windows download link under Learning Web on the lower left. 
The Learning Web software will begin to download.

Run the installer and follow the directions in the install wizard. Be sure not to move 
or rename any of the files or folders installed with the Learning Web application.

Note: If you want to use the Arabic Tutorials, make sure your system has Arabic 
text services installed. You should also run the custom Arabic keyboard installer. It 
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should be located at C:\Program Files\LearningWeb\Arabic Keyboard\ArabicDT.msi. 
Just double click the ArabicDT.msi file to install the keyboard. Then add the layout 
to your system Using the Text Services and Input Languages in your Control 
Panels.

Launching the Learning Web 

Double click the Learning Web application or choose it from the Dock (OS X) or 
Start menu (Windows.) The Learning Web launcher window will appear. In the 
bottom section you will see several buttons that launch the modules indicated. 
Click on the application you want to run and use it as you are accustomed.

Using Learning Web Modules

The Learning Web is a new concept for delivering tutorial applications over the 
internet without having to rely on cumbersome applications embedded in web 
browsers. In the learning web you will also see links to other demos, games, and 
experimental applications. Feel free to try out any of these applications. Other 
modules may be added as they become available. You don’t have to do anything to 
access new modules; they will automatically appear in the Featured Applications 
section as they go online.

NetRecorder: This module allows students to make short recordings for their 
language teacher to evaluate. If your teacher has assigned you to make 
recordings, this is the module to use. Enter your Net ID, then choose your class 
and recording assignment from the option menus. Follow the directions given in 
the assignment.

NetRecorder Teacher module: As the name implies, this is the module that 
teachers use to listen to recordings made by their students with the NetRecorder. A 
password is required to use this module.

Háblame: Launches a new version of the Háblame dialogs, formerly available only 
from CD-ROM on the Classic Mac OS. Use of this module should be much simpler 
than using the CD-ROM. All lessons are available from the option popup on the first 
screen of the module. 

Arabic Tutorials: Launches the Arabic Tutorials that up until now have only been 
available in the HLRC. Working with them will be identical to the way they work in 
the lab.

Thai 101: A series of listening exercises for beginning Thai students.

Spanish 326: Launches a listening comprehension quiz for students of Spanish 
326 at BYU.

Russian Vocab: A vocabulary study program currently under development. After 
opening, choose a textbook and a lesson, then click on terms in the list to access 
visual, textual and audio information about the term.

Applications in the popup menu: As part of the testing of the Learning Web, 
bookmarks to several web-based modules have been included in the popup menu 
in the top section of the Learning Web launcher window. Other applications may be 
automatically added from time to time to this menu.



Manually entering URLs to other applications: Just as you can type a web site 
address into the address field of your web browser, you can type addresses of 
Learning Web modules (things called Revolution Stacks) into the address fields of 
the Learning Web window. Obviously, since this is a fairly new concept there may 
not be many addresses yet to enter. If you are interested in exploring other 
applications through the Learning Web, contact Devin Asay at 
devin_asay@byu.edu, or try Googling “revolutions stacks” or “runrev stacks”. 
Revolution stacks typically have a .rev or .mc extension. Any Revolution stack on 
any accessible web server can potentially be run through the Learning Web 
launcher, but our intent in offering it to students is to allow you to run BYU-
produced tutorial modules from your home computer.

Note: Since the Learning Web can run any publicly available stack, there is a slight 
possibility that persons of evil intent could entice you to run a stack that is 
intended to damage your computer. Always be sure you can trust sites from which 
you launch stacks. See the section on Computer Malware under Legal Stuff below 
for more information.

• The Learning Web requires a high-speed internet connection to function 
efficiently.

Arabic modules
• To type Arabic text in the dictation drills, or any module that requires typing in 
Arabic, you must first install the Arabic language fonts and input methods for your 
computer’s operating system. Arabic input has not yet been thoroughly tested on 
Windows.
